(LUB RULES AND REGULATIONS

e RULES AND REGULATIONS

All children using the baby pool must be accompanied by a person 13 years of age or older.

The 10 minute break for the big pool is reserved for people at least 18 years of age and those holding or
immediately supervising a child two (2) years of age or younger.

Children who are not toilet trained must wear swim diapers or a diaper with rubber pants under their
swimsuit.

Glass is not permitted outside in any area/Do not bring glass out of bar.

NO running at any time in the pool area.

NO one shall be permitted in the pool when lifeguards are not on duty.

NO pets of any type are permitted on club property.

Talking to lifeguards or loitering at the lifeguard stands is strictly prohibited Only children 5 years old or
younger may use the baby pool.

Ball playing in the pool area is at the discretion of the lifequards on duty. NO WATER BALLOONS.

No eating or drinking in the pools.

Guests must be signed in by the sponsoring member when entering the club/facility. Guests must leave
the club when the sponsoring member departs.

All injuries, no matter now minor, must be reported to the Manager on duty.

Children who are 9 years old or younger must be supervised by a person at least 13 years of age when
using the pool facilities prior to 6:00 p.m.

Children who are 10 through 12 years of age may use the pool unattended (prior to 6:00 p.m.) when
they successfully pass the swim test provided by the pool manager and/or staff. The swim test will
consist of:

e Jumping in the shallow water feet first

e Swim the length of the pool (25 yards) free style.
e Float on back for one (1) minute.

e Tread water for one (1) minute.

All children 12 years of age or younger must leave the club at 6:00 p.m. unless accompanied by an
adult.

TEEN ROOM: You must be at least 10 years of age or older to be in the game room from club
opening time until 6:00 p.m. At 6:00 p.m. you must be at least 12 years of age to be in the
game room. WEEKENDS AND HOLIDAYS YOU MUST BE AT LEAST 12 YEARS OF AGE TO
BE IN THE GAME ROOM.

DIVING BOARDS: Only one person at a time is permitted on the diving boards. Children who require a
flotation device must be accompanied by a person at least 13 years of age.

SLIDE: Children must be at least 48” inches tall to use the slide alone. Children less than 48” inches or
who require flotation devices must be accompanied by a person at least 13 years of age.

The front door of the clubhouse will remain locked at all times, all members and guests must enter
through the gatekeeper.

All tennis guests must check in with the gatekeeper and pay a $5 guest fee. In the off season,
guest slips can be put in the box and fees will be charged to their account in the quarterly
bills beginning with the October 1, 2009 billing cycle. Members caught bringing guests using
the courts without paying guest fees will be charged $50 for the first offense, $100 for the
second offense, and suspension from the club on the third.

We are a family club and want to maintain a family environment. Please dress accordingly when
coming to swim and/or sunbathe on the club grounds. Management reserves the right to ask
anyone dressed inappropriately to cover up or exit the grounds.

Play equipment is not supervised by Bissonet personnel. Parents are required to supervise their chil-
dren on the play equipment. All activity is Play at Your Own Risk.

The board is seeking
other bids for the project. It was suggested that a set of plans be drawn because we are a com-
mercial property abutting Parish property.

Security System — Phase Il will cost $4,357 and includes 10 surveillance cameras. Karla and Kelly
worked with the installer for camera placement. The Board approved the camera mapping, as
well as the cost of phase Il.

Treasurer’s Report — 2008 net income = $-24,892.11. 2009 net income =
$-11,530.87

Capital One — A motion was made to combine the Capital Fund and Revolving
CD into one account for benefit of the club. Motion carried.

Motion was made to table the Capital Improvement wish list until the next.meeting.

Tennis Pro Contract — A tennis committee will draft a proposal for a new contract for EJ, and will
review pay and duties for Craig Harrington.

Membership Drive Special — The initiation fee of $300 will be waived for new members until
Dec.31, 2009.

Halloween Party — Oct.30, 8:30 til. The Board approved a spending allowance of $300 for supplies
and decorations.

Christmas Party — voted to book the band Third Line for the Christmas Party 12/5

Pool Grounds — Karla will send an email reminding members that the pool area is closed for the
season, and for safety reasons, members are not allowed on pool grounds for any reason.

Discussion about the Metairie Bank Loan was tabled until the Nov. meeting.

The Board authorized Karla Farnet to close the 7 day CD account and roll funds into a BMDCC high
interest savings account
