In Attendance: Kerri Becker, Tracy Giacone, Kay Boutte, Larry Falgoust, Carolyn
Hefner, Ritchie Kernion, Charlie Del Marmol

A motion was made and accepted to dispense with the reading of the April min-
utes.

1. David Benoit, a member of Bissonet, is a Representative with U.S. Food Ser-
vice. He presented the Board with some options for our summer menu in the con-
cession stand. Many new items were tested, the price points were great, and David
was very accommodating to our needs. It was decided to use U.S. Food service as
our vendor because of the service, product line, and price points. The concession
committee (Kay Boutte, Kerri Becker, Karla Farnet, Tracy Giacone) will make the
final menu choices. They will plan the summer menu, specials, and weekend
menus.

2. Fountain Drink Machine — is broken, and uses canisters, which are becoming

obsolete. We are investigating the newer “box fountain machines” possibly buy-
ing a used machine. New machines cost around $12,000, and Coke Inc. won’t pro-
vide us with a new machine because we don’t sell enough product. For now, it was
decided to sell 20 oz. bottles and continue to sell can drinks. A drink machine will
be put out by the tennis courts.

3. Directory ad pricing — Full page - $150, Y2 page - $80, business - $40. Prices
double for non members. An ad listing will be placed at the beginning of our di-
rectory.

4. Tile and carpet installation in the bar is complete. The Board is extremely
pleased with the results. McDonald Flooring measured for carpeting incorrectly,
resulting in a quote lower than other bids. The error was not recognized until car-
pet was being installed. They asked us to pay the difference. Because we voted to
give them the

contract based on their bid, we don’t think it s fair to ask us to pay for their
mistake. Larry and Ritchie installed doors, creating a new closet for storage.

5. Jr. Tennis Program — the Board approved the use of Courts 3 & 4, and pos-
sibly 2 if numbers are high. Prior to the start of the program Courts 1 & 2 will
be used short term for skill evaluation and to avoid interference with games
being played during the evaluation process.

6. Splash Down — the Board approved a budget of $200 for Kay to use for
games and prizes.

7. Teen Nights — Every other week. First Teen Night is scheduled for 6/11
from 8:30 11:30. Responsible adults are need to chaperone the events.
Manager on duty will receive $40 and guard will be paid $30. The Board ap-
proved a Thurs. Pool Teen Night.

9. All events that use the Bissonet name must be approved by the Board.
10. Court Ads — The Tennis Shop wants to pay Bissonet $250 to hang a sign

on the fence surrounding the courts. It was decided to table this and evaluate
whether we want to start allowing advertisements on the courts.
